VPP Active Facilities 

Below is a list of the facilities that the PPVPP is currently visiting.  This list is available for VPP Volunteers for use of directions and emergency related contacts to the facility.  

Each of the below facilities has a PPVPP Facility Coordinator that stays in regular contact with them.  Please only contact the facility on behalf of the PPVPP if there is a last minute change or emergency with a scheduled visit.  All other “in advance” questions or problems should be directed to the PPVPP Facility Coordinator:  Linda Seipp 845-896-4490 (lseipp@optonline.net), who will then contact the facility on behalf of the PPVPP.  Polly Kaplan is the Hospital Coordinator and should be contacted for questions regarding visiting at the hospitals.  

1. NEW HORIZONS 

Address:  Poughkeepsie, NY

Description: New Horizons is a group home that houses five developmentally disabled adult women. The women look forward to our monthly visits, are very friendly and actively interact with the dogs.  On some occasions, we have had to remind a staff person to remain in the room with the residents and the dogs.  Most of the staff does not need to be reminded and really like interacting with us.  It is an easygoing place to visit. The visits usually last between 45 minutes to an hour.

Directions:  Route 9 to Sharon Dr (Holiday Inn Express is on the corner).  Turn onto Sharon Dr and follow to the 4th road on the right, Moorehouse Dr.  Turn there and continue to the last house on the Left (you cannot see the house from the road).

2. MANOR AT WOODSIDE

Description: The Manor is an assisted living home.  We visit in the recreation room and also room to room visits.  The third floor of this site has a dementia unit.  Also, note that the elevator “talks” at each floor. 

Directions:  

Going SOUTH on ROUTE 9 - take ACADEMY STREET/SOUTH AVENUE ramp - continue onto ACADEMY STREET - MANOR is 168 ACADEMY STREET on your left.

Going NORTH on ROUTE 9 - take ACADEMY STREET/SOUTH AVENUE ramp - continue onto ACADEMY STREET - MANOR is 168 ACADEMY STREET on your left.

3. DUTCHESS HORIZON 

Address: 26 Oakley St, Poughkeepsie, NY 12601

Description: Dutchess Horizons is run by the Department of Mental Hygiene.  It is a social Club House for out - patients (ages 18 – 66).

Directions: 

1. From Rt 9G south, pass Pendell Rd.  Make a LEFT at the next light onto CLINTON STREET (gas station & car wash).  Follow CLINTON STREET to the 1st traffic light and make a LEFT onto OAKLEY STREET.  Follow OAKLEY STREET about 1/2 of a block and Dutchess Horizons is on your RIGHT (army reserve is across the street).

2. From westbound arterial, make a RIGHT onto CLINTON STREET.  Go through 2 traffic lights, then at the 3rd light turn onto OAKLEY STREET and follow from above.  
4. FISHKILL PLAINS ELEMENTARY SCHOOOL

Description: We visit in the school library but must walk through the building to reach the library.  We must check in at the Main Lobby upon arriving.  Children are brought in one or two at a time to read to the dogs.  The area is carpeted so we usually sit on the floor with the children.  There is a class of disabled children that sometimes come into the library to read with the dogs.  There is one down syndrome child who is very, very affectionate and physical with the dogs.   The librarian is in the room but doing other work.

Directions:  

Going SOUTH on ROUTE 9 – turn left onto MYERS CORNERS ROAD - TAKE TO END OF MYERS CORNERS RD and make a RIGHT onto rte. 376.  Follow rte 376 to the light, which is LAKE WALTON ROAD.  Make a right and the school is on your LEFT. 

NOTE:  PLEASE PARK IN FRONT OF THE BUILDING

5. ADRIANCE MEMORIAL LIBRARY

Description:  This is a City of Poughkeepsie Public Library program.  Children come in one or two at a time to read to the dogs.  The librarian is usually readily available.  

Directions:  ROUTE 9 or ROUTE 44/55 to ACADEMY STREET.  The library is between the Sunoco station and Noxon St.  Turn onto NOXON STREET and the PARKING LOT is on the RIGHT behind the building.  The entrance door is also in the back.  

6. NORTHERN DUTCHESS HOSPITAL

Description:   Northern Dutchess Hospital is a 68-bed facility located near the Village of Rhinebeck. It is a small facility, but very friendly. In order to make pet therapy visits you must go through orientation, a health check-up and on visits you will always be accompanied by a trained pet therapy volunteer provided by the hospital volunteer department.

The patient’s beds are all located on the 2nd floor of the hospital. Located in one area on different halls are the orthopedic, surgery and medicine patients. The rehabilitation patients are located on the same floor but in the newly added wing of the hospital. The physical therapy room is located in the same hall as rehabilitation.

On most visits you will probably be able to visit all the patient areas listed above depending on how full the hospital is and how much time you spend with each patient. The staff is very friendly and having a hospital volunteer with you will make your visits very pleasant and easy.

The Thompson House, a rehab and nursing facility affiliated with and located 
next to NDH. 

Directions:  Rt 9 North to Rhinebeck.  Go through the light in town and continue approximately 1 mile.  NDH is on the left.

7.  SAINT FRANCIS HOSPITAL

Description:   Saint Francis Hospital is a 230-bed facility. The patient’s beds are located on several floors. The fourth floor is made up of rehabilitation and joint replacement patients. The fifth floor is for orthopedic, neurosurgery and medical patients. The sixth floor is for surgery and oncology patients. There are several other patient areas, but those are not appropriate for pet therapy visits.

During pet therapy visits it is best to limit yourself and your partner to one or two floors at the most as there are quite a few patients and it is a very busy place. It can be stressful and overwhelming. The staff is very friendly and welcoming. The greatest need for visits is during weekends and evenings. That is when the hospital is quiet and patients are in need of contact and interaction most.

Directions:  Rt 9 toward Marist College.  Turn onto            St. Make a left into the Hospital entrance and follow the drive to the Parking Garage.
